The Hobby Stocks also saw some damage done and would lose a three cars by the end of the feature.
Taking first place for his second time in two races was the birthday boy #10 Cody Beaton. Claiming
second was former track champion #15 Rick Thiessen. #16 Cody Lee would have to settle for third place
by the end of the race.

Returning to the Rock for their third trip this year were the Legends class. Normally saved for paved
tracks several new comers would attempt the dirt experience. Taking his first place trophy for the first
time this year was #30 Phil Barata. After several crashes even one attempt to hit a sign posted 10 feet
above the track fans would cheer on the second place finisher #29 Aaron Friend. The #12 car driven by
Rick Blanchatte finished in a strong third.

The final race of the year will be held at The Rock on Saturday October 3, 2009. Featuring the Sportsman
Sprints, IMCA Modifieds, Hobby Stocks, Truck Stocks and Claimers/ Stock 4. Gates open at 3pm racing at
4pm.
